In Shogun, Isaac Witkin explored the tensions between
concavity and convexity, the curvilinear and angular,
through forms that imply volumes without fully defining
them. With a composition that unfolds assertively outward,
Shogun’s forms dramatically shift depending on one’s
vantage point. Although it is abstract, Witkin titled the
sculpture in reference to Japanese feudal-era military
rulers, describing the work as having a “seated, brooding,
warrior-like confrontation.” In this and other large-scale
sculptures of the 1960s and 1970s, Witkin experimented

with asymmetrical and multiaxial configurations aimed
at activating both the sculpture and the space around it,
encouraging a dynamic interaction with the viewer.
